 JOB DESCRIPTION 

Time Commitment: 1 Year – 2 hours per week 

! Every Week     

A service coordinator is someone who is dedicated to the 

missions’ of The Chapel and its’ Children’s Ministry. They are 

responsible to oversee the overall needs of small group leaders 

and student leaders within a specific group of volunteers for one 

Sunday service each week. You need to be able to recruit and 

staff your department. Interacts with the Chapel Kids team and 

their department to build and strengthen relationships. Connects 

with small group leaders and students through weekly contacts. 

Offers support and nurtures their team. Oversees apprenticing, 

mentoring and training sessions to strengthen the leadership 

abilities of their team. Arrives 45 minutes before service begins 

to pray with their team. You need to be a member of The 

Chapel. 

After you fill out a ministry volunteer application, you will be 

paired up with a Chapel Kids staff member who will guide and 

mentor you while providing on the job training. You must be 18 

or older.
